MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 7TH SEPTEMBER 2017.
Minutes of the meeting held on the 7th September 2017 having been circulated were taken as read, approved and signed by the Chairman.

1180/10/17  MATTERS ARISING.
i. Footpath 15. County Councillor Jackie Porter was meeting with Eliot Rowe
but no update had been received. 

ii. SSE Transformer cabinet.   Councillor D. Woods met with Sue Cox and the

suggestion for the hedging is to plant viburnham and dog wood next to the cabinet but only after the wooden trellis had been fitted.  Councillor David Woods had been in touch with SSE to ask when the trellis would be fitted.   So far it has not been possible to contact the SSE contact since he was away.  The Chairman agreed to try and contact SSE as Councillor Woods will be away for a short period. 
iii. Christy Hall lease.  The Solicitors are seeking further information and

a discussion on the Deeds took place and the Chairman will check to see if there is any record as to where these are being held.  The Clerk confirmed that the property is not registered with the land registry but may be registered with the Custodian of Charities.
iv. Playground – Playdale order had been given six weeks ago but to date

the work had not commenced. 
v. Lengthsman – Mike Ring was in the Parish on the 17th October 2017.  He
has not advised what works on the schedule were completed.  He is not due in the Parish again until the beginning of January 2018. 
vi.  Old Alresford House wall.  The Clerk had distributed the email from the

Diocese but no further work appears to have been undertaken to repair the wall.  

      (vii)  Christy Hall Car park bins.  The Council had received advice from the Enviromental Officer of the reasons why he would not recommend locking the

bins together.  It was noted the parishioner who kept moving the bins no longer lived in the adjacent property to the car park,


(viii) Fobdown- removal of hedge.  City Councillor Ernie Jeffs was able to explain to the Council why the City Council had no choice but to give permission for the removal of the hedge as it did not meet the biodiversity regulations required to protect the hedge from removal.  The application for removal which did not come to the Parish Council was No. 17/02143/HED.


(ix) New Alresford Town Trust. Annual Fair.   The NATT are asking for comments etc. on the road closures for the event.  The only complaint was that the closure sign was put up too early and should have indicated clearly the date when the closure was coming into effect.     Parishioners complained that vehicles were using the detour before they needed to.

1181/10/17  COUNTY COUNCILLORS REPORT
Written reports has been received from County Councillor Jackie Porter and the three City Councillors.

City Councillor E. Jeffs referred to his conversations with the Managing Director of the Watercress Company regarding the application for extra caravans to house workers.   The Planning Application went to Committee and was agreed – the objector to the application was unhappy with the decision.   City Councillor E. Jeffs raised with the Company Manager his concerns over the state of the road and the damage to the grass verges caused by the large vehicles visiting the site.   

Sundial Cottage – the retention of the trees during the construction of the garage was part of the initial planning permission.  However, there was no condition that the trees could not be removed once the garage works had been completed.

Sun Lane development has been held up due to problems with the travel plan which Hampshire County Council are addressing.

Highways & Byways.  Councillor David Woods reported on his meeting with Ray Gardner and his tour of the village looking at potholes in the road.  There are a number of works which are required but Ray Gardner explained that he had a very limited budget so had to prioritise the works required.  Councillor
