1348/1/20	 APOLOGIES were received from City Councillors Ms L. Griffiths, Ms M. Power, Mr. R. Gordon Smith and PCSO R. Griffiths.

1349/1/20	PARISHIONERS QUESTION TIME

Dr. Peter Stokes in his role as Treasurer of the Christy Hall Management Committee was attending the meeting to ask for financial support in respect of the Hall which is now in urgent need of some capital works.    He explained the Hall urgently needed new double glazed windows and repair to doors which it is estimated would cost £8,000.00 plus VAT and internal decorations at a estimated cost of £4,000.00 plus VAT. A total cost of £14,400.00.   In answer to a question he said that currently the Hall funds stood at £7,450.00 – however from these funds the Committee need to complete some other minor works.  He also stated that currently the 
Hall is regularly used and the income raised annually amounts to approximately £8,000.00 and the cost of building insurance, heating, lighting and cleaning of the premises leaves only approximately £1,000.00 for capital projects.  The Hall is fully let and it is not possible to raise the cost of hire without losing some regular users who may look for cheaper premises elsewhere.    Ideally the Hall Committee would like to commission the replacement windows and doors to be carried out during the February 2020 half term.    Peter Stokes said that he had looked for grants particularly the CIL grants which may yield some money but in order to access this County grant the Parish Council had to be seen as making a contribution to the costs of the project.      The Council thanked Peter for attending the meeting and explaining the situation and the Council would discuss the grant position later in the Agenda.

Playground Inspection Reports.     Councillor David Woods and Councillor Sandra Cornford had met with representatives from Vitaplay and Lapsett and had received quotes from both companies.     Vitaplay had stated that the equipment in the Kiln Lane Play area could be repaired at a cost of approximately £2,000.00.  However this work may only last a further 3 years.    The equipment requiring repair/replacement had been in situ for approximately 20 years.   The general consensus was to replace rather than repair the multi-unit and slide in the Kiln Lane Play area.    It was agreed that Councillor Woods and Councillor Cornford would meet both Company representatives and negotiate the best price possible for this item of equipment before the next meeting.   The cost is likely to be around £9,000.00.     With regard to Rhyno Scrub cleaning work in the play area on the Green this was costed at £474.00 and the order for this work to be given to Vitaplay.     

1352/1/20 COUNTY COUNCILLORS REPORT.

County Councillor Mrs. Jackie Porter had distributed a written report and referred to the incinerator which is being considered by HCC and discussions are continuing on the issue of nitrates entering the soil in the area of the site.
She referred to her report which had been distributed in December and highlighted the following – 
Bus contract for the No. 240 bus has been granted to Stagecoach much to the disappointment of parishioners using the former service carried out by Cresta Services.   Concerns over Council funding and the proposal to close 10 libraries and other libraries to lose 15% of their opening time.   A survey of library readers is being carried out currently and she urged parishioners to take part in the survey.  Concern over the road surfaces and flooding were expressed and she had been informed a survey was currently taking place.
