Operation Resilience – Triage on the A31.   Details of discussions and questions raised with HCC Highways will appear on the HCC website.   Currently monitoring of traffic from Itchen Abbas A31 – M3 coming down to the A303 is taking place.   In answer to a question he said that it is planned to have three toilets on the lorry parking area at one mile intervals.   

WCC budget was very difficult particularly at the loss of parking charge income because of the change in working patterns which has effected income by 30%.   The Government is providing a grant but this does not cover losses.
