County Councillor Jackie Porter distributed her report to members. She highlighted the following items -  tree removal at Abbotstone.  A tree felling licence had been applied for both sides of the woodland will be cleared s will the woodland on the south side to open up the views to the iron age fort.   The grassland is very good quality for the area.   
 
Budget cuts would affect local people with the proposals to cut School Crossing Patrols, the Dial a Ride and subsidised bus services.    Other areas under scrutiny for cuts include the closure of two respite units, closure of re-cyclng centres, reducing the number of children in care and reducing the amount of time that each person has care.   The Child Sexual Abuse Inquiry continues with any individual who has suffered abuse to give their own story in The Truth Project.     Members were reminded of a number of consultation which the Parish Council may wish to respond to –
