County Councillor Mrs. Jackie Porter presented a written report on the following matters –

Parish events run by volunteers should be aware of grants available particularly from the County Councillor budget details of which can be accessed via www.hants.gov.uk
The Rural Policing event at Sparsholt College was well attended and very good.

At this event Hampshire County Council dealt with issues of fly-tipping and a new organisation called ClearWaste which had set up a method to report fly-tipping in rural areas where it is difficult to report the site.

Climate Change – this was an issue with the public being encouraged to use cycles – however the roads with potholes are a hazard to cyclists and she urged that if this did affect cyclists they report the matter to Hampshire County Council. 

There have been a number of reported break ins to cars recently and with community safety issues in mind she pointed out the need for all drivers to ensure that cars are locked up when left unattended.
