PARISH COUNCILLOR'S REPORTS
Christy Hall.   The problem over the lease granted by the 

Parish Council to the Hall Management Committee which runs out in 4 years time was the major discussion and the matter is to be considered further when costs for the proposed new lease were known. 
Highways & Byways.

Green cabinet on land opposite Colden Lane – this land is thought to be Highway land and no planning approval or permission had been sought for this cabinet.    SSE stated it did not belong to them.  Open Reach, BT are being contacted – the general view is that the cabinet is an eyesore on land at the entrance to the village.  Further enquiries continue and the Clerk had written to the Planning Department who are to reply within the next 10 days.

Environment
Lanham Farm had requested support from the Parish Council for their application for a Countryside Small Grant to replace 6 stiles with kissing gates.  The Council had no objection to the proposed kissing gates and the Clerk to prepare and send to Mr Phillip Tickner a letter of support to their grant application.
Stream clearance – Councillor Hancock advised the Council that the current contractor doing this work has had an injury and will not be able to do this work until 2017. In the meantime the Council agreed to appoint EnviroAqua Services to undertake  the stream clearance as required.   This is likely to impact on the current budget.   

Footpath 15.  Counciillor Woods expressed concern over the slippery state of this footpath as it is regularly flooded because of a possible blockage in a drain and the need to clear out fallen trees and debris from the stream.    This is Mrs. Flood’s land and she has over the past year been approached to deal with the debris.  Councillor Hancock will get a quote from Mike Ring to carry out this remedial work and the Council will approach Mrs. Flood to meet the cost – or part of it.   In the meantime the Countryside Department have been told about the state of the footpath.
