1262/11/18 MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 4th OCTOBER 2018.
Minutes of the meeting held on the 4TH October 2018 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman.
  
1263/11/18 PARISHIONERS QUESTION TIME.
 
The Chairman welcomed to the meeting Mr & Mrs. Mark Baring who had asked to seek advice from the Council on plans for property in their ownership on the border of Old Alresford and Itchen Stoke.    They will be putting in a planning application to change the use of the land, which had been used for growing watercress, into a conservation project and for a glamping scheme.   The buildings around the lake would be of wood construction and will be designed for use by adults.   The project is not designed for children.  It will be very much a wild life/wet lands area.   In answer to questions Mr. Baring confirmed that they were aware of light pollution from any car park proposed for the area.   Another concern was the disposal of sewage and while the reed beds had been
proposed it may be necessary for a septic tank to be installed.  He spoke about the erection of a barn to replace an old mobile home.    The barn would be for the storage of equipment.    Concern was expressed over the narrow road way to the proposed project area as this access is currently used by Fobdown Farm.   In answer to a question about wildlife seen in the area Mr. Baring confirmed that there are deer, ducks, a badger sett, barn owls, dragon flies and recently otters have been seen in the river.    Mr. Baring went on to confirm that the Conservation Officer at Winchester City Council and the Environment Agency had been involved in giving pre-application advice on the project.  The name of the person preparing the planning application and advising on the project was Mr. Kim Wilkie.  It was intended that the planning application will be submitted early in 2019 with work on the project commencing in the summer 2019.
