MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 24th OCTOBER 2019.
Minutes of the meeting held on 24TH October 2019 having been circulated were taken as read, approved and signed by the Chairman.

1341/11/19  MATTERS ARISING.
Playground Inspection Reports.   Members were advised that the Vita Play representative had visited the site with Councillors Mrs. Cornford an Mr. D. Woods.  He had expressed concern that the multiplay equipment had not been part of the report on the site.  His opinion was that this item was dangerous and children should not be allowed to play on this piece of equipment.   He had also provided a list of quotes for necessary repairs, replacement and Rhyno scrub of the equipment.   Before any decision was made on these quotes Councillors would seek information as to who cleaned the equipment in 2018 and the Clerk would contact the Lapsett contractors who had supplied the equipment in the Kiln Lane Play Area for them to give their considered view on how best to repair the Lapsett multiunit.    In the meantime the unit had been sealed off with red and white tape.

Seat in Kiln Lane play Area.   Clerk confirmed that the new seat had been ordered for delivery to Busby Builders for them to install as soon as possible.      

1342/11/19 COUNTY COUNCILLORS REPORT.

County Councillor Mrs. Jackie Porter had distributed a written report and referred to the incinerator which is being considered by HCC and she is waiting for the planning application and supporting papers to be published before making any comment.   

She would keep the Parish Council up to date on this application.   There have been public meetings on the issue of this new incinerator. In answer to a question she confirmed that it is anticipated that this would generate 10,000 lorry movements each year and the incinerator would be mostly for food waste.

City Councillor Ms. Margot Power said that there are still some problems over missed bin collections and she is dealing with these issues. 
She confirmed that an order has been given for white lines outside the Christy Hall.     If this does not deter parking on the road it may be necessary to get a traffic order for yellow lines – however it is likely to take some time before this

would be granted.

PARISH COUNCILLORS’ REPORTS
Christy Hall.   The recent quiz was won by Old Alresford.  The Clerk reported that Dr. Peter Stokes had phoned her regarding Section 137 donations – the Christy Hall is looking for £25,000.00 to replace the hall windows and paint the main hall.    Councilor Walker Arnott pointed out that the lease the Management Committee holds a “repairing lease” and therefore the Council does not need to  offer financial support to the Christy Hall.   This was noted.

Highways & Byways.  White lines on the road outside the Christy Hall had been approved.
Environment.   Councillor Walker Arnott had attended the meeting regarding the Lengthsman scheme.  The Clerk confirmed that she had signed the contract dated 1st April 2019 and received on 23rd November 2019 had been returned to the Clerk at Itchen Valley Parish Council.
