COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT
County Councillor Mrs. Jackie Porter referred to her last report and reminded the Council that there were consultations which were important i.e Education and Devolvement. 

She then went on to report on the Lengthsman Scheme and the recent meeting. 
She had taken up the point of working “on live roads” with the County Council member responsible and further discussions will take place within the County.  However health and safety was the major concern.    Other matters discussed included the cost of disposal of rubbish from work undertaken in the parishes.       There is a requirement for Parishes to give 3 days notice of work to be carried out by the Lengthsman when working in the Parish.  This needs to be given to the lead Parish – Itchen Valley and to the Lengthsman.   Jackie Porter went on to speak about the number of roadworks outstanding in the County.  A discussion then took place on footpath 15 and its slippery state for people walking to and from the village and the need for some action to be taken to remove the debris from the area so that water could drain away and not come over the footpath.  Councillor Hancock had asked EnviroAqua to give the Council a quote for the works required.     Jackie Porter also gave details of NCVO (National Council for Voluntary Organisations) which could be joined free of charge and maybe of interest in the Parish.
