County Councillor Mrs. J. Porter had submitted a written report which had been distributed. She highlighted the Recycling issues in the County particularly Food waste:  transport and emissions: the M3 Junction 9 consultation
 
City Councillor Fiona Isaacs had distributed her report and highlighted the issues of safe parking and cost of parking.   She referred to the parking of vehicles where building works were taking place and this caused a problem by reducing parking in certain areas.

Christy Hall.   Councillor Mrs. S. Cornford confirmed that bookings were returning to the Hall.    The Chairman requested that in future when the Council were meeting no band practice took place in the building as the noise made it difficult to hear Councillors and parishioners attending the meetings.   Councillors were reminded that parking at the Christy Hall is for users of the hall and not for general off road parking.
 
Highways & Byways.  A parishioner had complained over vehicles using the one way system to the Basingstoke Road the wrong way.   Concern was also expressed over the vehicles parking along the side of the one way system.   Parish Councillors T. Walker-Arnott and S. Cornford expressed their concern that people living in the village and applying for planning permission for various extensions are not reminded that loss of parking at properties causes vehicles

to park on the highway.   This is very noticeable in Kiln Lane.
 
Environment.  Lengthsman visit on 25th August. 

A parishioner had raised the matter of the bad state of the telephone box and had suggested that this be re-painted and tidied up.   The cost to be in the region of £500.00.   This was agreed and Chairman will follow up with the order for the works.
