(i) Basingstoke Road Speed control – It was agreed to accept the

recommendation of the Traffic Management team at the County Council and request that the work be carried out as soon as possible.

COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORTS.



A written report had been received from County Councillor Mrs Jackie Porter and she reported on the following: 

Highways and potholes and it is hoped that a more user friendly system for tracking how potholes are reported and when repair work is carried out is being considered by the Highway Department and Ameys.

Consultations are currently taking place over the proposals to close Libraries and 

Recycling Centres.  These proposals affect both the Library and Recycling Centre in Alresford. 
There are changes coming into effect with regard to boundaries and the number of County Coucillors.   This will mean a reduction in the number of elected members who will need to cover larger areas and more parish councils.

The South West Trains Franchise is currently out for tender and a request has been made for station toilets and waiting areas to be left open for users of the railway at night and also better lighting at station approaches.   A discussion on superfast broadband also took place.

City Councillor Ms Margot Power had submitted a written report.

City Councillor Simon Cook had submitted a written report and reported on the following.   A very long City Council meeting had taken place the day before when the budget was discussed including portfolios for the future and the housing budget.  It was pleasing to note that the work of the Night Shelter team had resulted in a 75% reduction in the number of homeless people in Winchester.   Discussions continue regarding the Silver Hill development and the appeal costs which currently stand at £500,000 and have to be met by the City Council.    He referred to continuing problems relating to the Barton Industrial site.

Tree inspection – The Clerk had not received a response from Andrew Murray since writing to him after the last meeting.  Councillor Hancock will contact with him.

Lengthsman is due in the Parish on Monday 11th January 2016.   The Clerk to check the position regarding the clearing of the grips between Flowerdown and Southdown on the B3046.  The mud in the area before the tarmac leading to the path to Mrs. Flood’s property requires clearing.      The area opposite No 3 The Brook requires clearing.    



The Green – a question was raised regarding the Lease/ownershio of The Green.  A parishioner has raised a question saying the Lease to the Council ran out in 2012.   The Chairman said that he was unaware of any lease running out but he would check the documentation he held.

(iii) Highways and Byways.

Lay by near the triangle which is being used by parked vehicles – 

this area requires some gravel/hardcore.   However it was pointed out that the area and the triangle are in the ownership of Mrs. Flood and it is believed to be illegal to park in this area.   The Chairman said it is likely that at some stage it will be necessary for traffic lights at the triangle as some work needs doing on the cables providing broadband in the area. 



A complaint had been made about the activities of the Winchester Distillery Company at Manor Farm.   It was agreed that the Clerk write to 

Mr Paul Bowler the Director asking if the Parish Councillors could visit to see what work/processes were being carried out in these premises so that they could answer any questions/references made to them by local parishioners.
